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The Tradition and Origin of òTrick-or-Treatingó                          

from the History Channel 

The American tradition of òtrick-or-treatingó probably 

dates back to the early All Soulõs Day parades in England.  

During the festivities, poor citizens would beg for food 

and families would give them pastries called òsoul cakesó 

in return for their promise to pray for the familyõs dead 

relatives. 

The distribution of soul cakes was encouraged by the 

church as a way to replace the ancient practice of leaving 

food and wine for roaming spirits.  The practice, which 

was referred to as ògoing-a-soulingó was eventually taken 

up by children who would visit the houses in their 

neighborhood and be given ale, food, and money. 

The tradition of dressing in costume for Halloween has both European and Celtic roots.  Hun-

dreds of years ago, winter was an uncertain and frightening time.  Food supplies often ran low 

and, for the many people afraid of the dark, the short days of winter were full of constant 

worry.  On Halloween, when it was believed that ghosts came back to the earthly world, people 

thought that they would encounter ghosts if they left their homes.  To avoid being recognized 

by these ghosts, people would wear masks when they left their homes after dark so that the 

ghosts would mistake them for fellow spirits.  On Halloween, to keep ghosts away from their 

houses, people would place bowls of food outside their homes to appease the ghosts and pre-

vent them from attempting to enter.

1 lb dried penne pasta, cooked and drained     2  (6oz)cans Italian tomato paste 
8 oz lean ground beef                      1/3 cup red wine or water 
1 small onion            1 TBSP beef bouillon

There has been much confusion from all concerned as to how the in-floor 

radiant heat works.    As this has been a learning process 

for us also, we appreciate your patience while we work 

through these òbumpsó.                            

After conversing with the heating contractors, we have a 

few tips to share for understanding this system.   This will 

apply to first floor apartments only in Phase 1 and all apart-

ments in Phase II.  

                                                                                                                       

1)Hydronic heat works very differently from gas forced air and needs to be 

addressed accordingly.                                                                                      

2)When setting your thermostat, it is best to maintain a constant temperature.   

The heat works optimally when the variance is two degrees or less.                  

3)The heat pipes are below the 6 inches of concrete so it takes many hours for 

the concrete to warm and  reach high enough to register the temperature at 

the thermostat.   Therefore, an adjustment in temperature may take 12-24 

hours to experience.                                                                                           

4) Ultimately, the best solution is to set your thermostat at one temperature 

and let it remain there. 

5)  It is critical to keep the room temperature at  55Ě to avoid freeze-ups 

during the cold weather months, should you leave the apartment for a 

weekend or longer.
